Thank you for taking the time to contact me with your views regarding the General
Assembly’s upcoming special session on transportation. I always appreciate hearing from voters
because their thoughts and opinions enable me to better represent them in Richmond.

As you know, during this year’s legislative session and special budget session the
General Assembly was unable to reach a compromise and find a solution to the transportation
crisis facing Northern Virginia and Hampton Roads. Although the Governor, Senate Democrats,
Senate Republicans, and House Democrats all were in agreement on how to best address this
issue, an agreement could not be reached.

Since the start of the 2006 session, I have said that I would any plan that met the
following objectives:
e Raised at least $400 million for Northern Virginia
¢ Included a statewide funding solution so that funding for Northern Virginia transportation
needs would not be diverted
Provided a dedicated and sustainable source of revenue
Locked up the Transportation Trust Fund.

On September 27™ we will be returning to Richmond to once again work to address the
Commonwealth’s transportation needs. Unfortunately, the bill that offered the most hope for
Northern Virginia was defeated today in the House Committee on Finance. However, I will keep
your views in mind as we continue to work on this most important issue.
